Archbishop lakovos has réquested me to answer your letter
of July 15, 1978, regarding the position of Mr. Basil Georgeson
within the Greek Orthodox Church.

Please note that there is no canonical procedure in our

Church by which a member can be severed from the body of the

faithful because he is desirous o join another religiousorganization.
Only in the case of members who commit mortal sins the Church may

in extreme cases sever the member from her congregation (excommunication).

This means that Mr. Georgeson, as Bishop Meletios told you, will
have to make his own decision whether to join your Church or not.
I he does, however, he would not be accepted back to the Greek Orfthodox
Church and he would not be enfitled to receive any of the Sacraments
of the Church including the rite of burial.

| hope that this clarifies your question as regards Mr. Georgeson.
